DORSET COUNTY COUNCIL has issued a Notice under Section 14 [2] of the Road Traffic Regulations Act 1984, as amended. 
All MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC will be prohibited from proceeding along part of Public Bridleway E18/8, Stourpaine, at point A on map, grid ref. ST 104 852, for a distance of approximately 1400m metres to point B on the map grid ref ST 858 066. 
The closure is needed in order to comply with Health and Safety Regulations, which require the provision of safe working areas and to minimise the likelihood of danger to Highway Users. It will come into operation on 13/2/2014 for a period of 21 days. The Notice will be in operation for a period of 21 days.

This notice is due to the likelihood of serious injury to the public.

ALTERNATIVE ROUTE: 

From point A head south east onto BR 15 over Hod Hill. Continue south east until reaching the village roads. When in centre of village turn right back to point B. (Blue Route) The reverse route applies.
